ior of internet platform. Japan Fair Trade Commission, as the antitrust
enforcement agency, conducts the research on market and formulate be-
havioral guidelines. Other administrative departments, like the Ministry
of Economy, Trade and Industry, are responsible for their fields formu-
lating relevant laws or regulations. The agile governance model ensures the
enthusiasm of platform companies to participate in the “joint governance”.
